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Description

Basque dance is an effective instrument to get closer to Basque culture and to structure community
within it, but it is even more powerful and effective among Basques in the diaspora. Therefore, body
language offers an excellent opportunity to connect both communities and promote Basque culture.

Precisely, because we need a strong Basque Community which has presence in the world, we started in
2023 the Ateak Ireki project (www.ateakireki.eus). This program aims to strengthen relationships
between young people from the Basque diaspora and those from Euskal Herria. In 2023 and 2024, about
40 young people of Basque origin moved to Goierri for a three-week stay with their Gipuzkoan host
families. Together with Maizpide Euskaltegi, special courses were organized to learn Basque and
Basque culture.

These young people from the United States showed their interest in reinforcing the offer of Basque
dance courses. For them, Basque dance is one of the most important exponents of their Basque identity.
Taking into account this demand, along with the benefits of dance in the training of young people and
the possibilities it offers to access Basque culture, Ateak Ireki Dantzan - Dancing Summer Course was
organized in 2024. Youngsters from Goierri took also part, and they started establishing

relationship among them.

This Summer Course will address the theoretical and practical aspects, and it will mainly use English
and Basque. The main sessions will be offered by expert teachers of Basque dance, and participants will
also have the chance to live the dance in the ritual context of a Basque festival. The course is organized
together with the Dantzan Ikasi program which is devoted to the continuous training of Basque dance
teachers. Dantzan Ikasi is a program of the Provincial Council of Gipuzkoa with a 15-year history.

Objectives

Contribute to the consolidation of the Basque community in the world through Basque culture and
dance.

Increase theoretical and practical knowledge of Basque dance.

Make the role of Basque dance visible in terms of social organization, Basque culture and cohesion of
community.

Put into practice the benefits of body language for social progress and improvement.

Contribute to strengthening the identity of young Basques in the diaspora.

Under the direction of Juan A. Urbeltz he has
performed in Argia group shows such as Alakiketan (1991), Kondharian (1997), Axuri Beltza (2008) and
Martin Zalakain (2017). He is the founder and editor of the Basque dance portal Dantzan.eus. Degree in
Information Sciences (EHU, 1995) and Social and Cultural Anthropology (EHU, 2000), Master in
Musicology (EHU, 2008), Certificate of Advanced Studies in Art History (EHU, 2010) and Doctoral
Thesis in Social Communication (EHU, 2020) investigating Basque dance and gender in the Mikel Laboa
chair. He has been a professor of Basque dance at Dantzerti, the Superior Center of the Basque Country
for Dramatic Art and Dance and at the title of Basque Dance at the UPV/EHU (2016-2017). He has
written articles on Basque dance in Argia, Berria y Dantzan, and published the books: Gregorio Santa
Cruz dantza-maisua (Ego-Ibarra, 1998), Euskal Dantza (Etxepare, 2012) and Genero-identitatea euskal
dantza tradizionalaren eraikuntzan (UEU, 2020).
