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Description

This Summer Course proposes a reflection on Europe's role in its relationship with the group of states
encompassed by the so-called Global South, in political, economic, trade, and technological aspects, as
well as in joint actions to strengthen the multilateral system, with particular attention to International
Law.

With the participation of experts—diplomats, officials, and academics—from Europe and countries of the
Global South, the demands and proposals of the Global South in different fields will be presented, and
European responses will be analyzed and suggested.

The objective is, on the one hand, to develop a knowledge base supported by data and evidence on
Europe's relationship with the Global South in aspects such as migration, geopolitics, democratic
governance, and trade. On the other hand, it aims to discuss proposals for a mutually beneficial
relationship for both sides and their diverse actors, while simultaneously strengthening the multilateral
system.

The course will consist of presentations, panel discussions, and dialogues among participants. A final
summary (in Basque, Spanish, and English) will be prepared covering the topics discussed and the
recommendations made.
