Eric Hobsbawm historialariak "Tradizio asmatuak" esamoldea asmatu zuen nazio modernoek beren
legitimaziorako sortu zituzten historia, mito eta praktika kolektiboei buruz hitz egiteko. Aberriaren
sortzaileak, aurrerapen-idealak, antzinako jatorria, gorespen nazionaleko zeremoniak, etab. XIX. eta XX.
mendeetan bikoiztu egin ziren. Praktika eta narrazio horietako askok zermonia erlijiosoetan dute
oihartzuna: nazioak eta erlijioak elkarren artean identifikatzen ziren edo hegemonia kulutral eta
politikoagatik lehiatzen ziren, kasuan kasuko lekuaren arabera. Zientzia modernoa izan zen nazio
berriak eratzeko elementu nagusietako bat: telegrafoak eta trenak lurralde-batasuna ahalbidetzen zuten,
eta osasun publikoko edo hezkuntzako politikek, berriz, gorputzen eta leialtasunen kontrola zuten
helburu. Aurtengo Uda Ikastaroak zientziaren, nazionalismoaren eta erlijioaren arteko hausnarketa
bultzatu nahi du, bai ikuspegi historikotik bai garaikidetik.

“Konflitoaren tesi” zaharkitu eta baztertua, zeinaren arabera zientzia eta erlijioa beti eta leku guztietan
kontrajarrita egon baitira, iraganeko erlikia da historialarien eta filosofoen artean, bereziki mundu
anglosaxoian. Hala ere, talde-irudimenean jarraitzen du, herri-kulturan maiz jasotako eta erabilitako
egia gisa. Ikastaro honetan tesi horietako batzuen jatorri historikoak eta Amerikako nazio modernoen
sorrerarekin duten lotura aztertuko ditugu. Era berean, gaur egungo Europako gizarteetako erronka
berriei buruz hausnartuko dugu. Izan ere, kultura-aniztasunak eta migrazioak, batetik, eta espektro
politikoaren bi muturretan mugimendu erradikalak agertzeak, bestetik, mota desberdinetako
negatibotasun zientifikoak eragin dituzte.

Uda Eskola hau Europako udako eskolen sare baten parte da, eta, era berean, testuinguru nazional,
erlijioso eta zientifiko desberdinetatik datozen entzuleen erantzunak aztertu eta alderatu nahi ditu.

Zientziaren, erlijioaren eta nazionalismoaren arteko harremanen historia ezagutzea, baita esparru
horretan ohikoak diren narrazioen jatorria ere.

Kostas Tampakis has co-edited five volumes, and
his papers have appeared in Isis, the British Journal for the History of Science, Zygon, History of Science
and Science&Education.
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
